SEVERE FLOOD DAMPENS LIBRARY SERVICES 

  
Torrential rains flowed in and out of the Wayland Public Library during 
March.  Extensive damage was done to the lower level carpet, walls, and 

elevator.  Thanks to non-stop monitoring by Library staff and a volunteer 

human chain, all the Childrenõs Room materials were shuttled upstairs 

away from the water and were saved from flood damage.  Dehumidifiers 

are running continuously to keep the moisture from harming the collec-

tion.  The Library staff and town officials are working diligently to clean, 
dry out, and repair the lower level in order to restore essential library 

services to the town as soon as possible.  Work is underway and is  

expected to continue for the next few months.
